	☐	Full Membership - ($6,850.00 annually) – As a full member, institutions will have the opportunity to compete in post-season tournaments, nominate athletes for recognition (Player of the Week, post-season awards, etc.), and attend the National Convention as a voting representative. Full members must abide by all USCAA Constitution and Bylaws.

	☐	Provisional Membership – ($4,450.00 annually) - Provisional members will have the same opportunities as Full members within the USCAA without the ability to compete in post-season competition and nominate athletes for All-American awards. Provisional members will have the opportunity to submit athletes for Player of the Week nominations, National All-Academic team, and attend the National Convention as a voting representative. The provisional member institution must submit statistics and eligibility forms to the National Office to remain in compliance with provisional membership status.

	☐	Exploratory Membership – ($2,350.00 annually) - The Board of Directors will take an academic year to analyze the institution and reevaluate for full or provisional membership to the USCAA. The exploratory institution must submit statistics and eligibility forms to the National Office to remain in compliance with exploratory membership status. Exploratory members have the opportunity to access USCAA personnel for consultation and assistance in developing the compliance procedures necessary for full membership.  They may also attend the National Convention as a non-voting member.  

	☐	Affiliate Membership - Conference – ($1,500.00 annually) – Conference Affiliate Membership is a membership category offered only to potential new member applicants with no other athletic affiliation. This membership category has a five-year term limit and is offered as a transitional status for schools who seek full membership in the future while competing within a USCAA recognized conference. It should be noted that participation at USCAA National Championships and All-American player honors are reserved only for full members.  Those institutions accepted as a conference affiliate MUST work toward applying for full USCAA membership within five years, failure to do so will result in termination of membership status. 

	☐	Affiliate Membership – Per Sport – ($2,500 – 1 sports / $4500 – 2 sports annually) - To be considered for affiliate membership, prospective affiliates must be a member of another National governing body. If accepted, affiliate members are committing to at least a three-year membership or will have to pay an early exit penalty equal to the membership fees owed. As an affiliate Member, institutions will have the opportunity to compete in post-season tournaments, nominate athletes for recognition (Player of the week, post-season awards, etc.) and are invited to attend the USCAA National Convention to provide feedback.  Affiliate members must abide by the USCAA Constitution and Bylaws.

· Membership application 
· Institutional profile (based on research from national office staff) 
· Site visit evaluation (if applicable) 
· Recommendation by National Office
Critical Criteria Considered 
· Institution meets criteria in Article III, Section I of USCAA Constitution. 
· Institution is considered a small college. Generally, institutions with over 3,000 full-time students will not be considered. 
· Institutions have similar resources (budget, scholarship monies, etc.) as current member institutions.




DISCLOSURE STATEMENT
Please make note of USCAA Bylaw 22.1, and sign that your institution is in agreement with the following: 
22.1. Resignation 
1. A member institution may resign its participation at any time. 
2. Member dues for the USCAA are non-refundable and will not be pro-rated. 
3. Member institutions that sign a commitment form and resign after less than three years of membership will pay a fine of $6,600 or the cost of one year’s worth of membership dues, whichever is greater. The fine may be appealed by formal written petition to the USCAA Board of Directors. All institutions who are ratified members prior to June 30, 2012, shall be grandfathered.
